Angels Mentioned in Quran are as 
Under: 

• 1. Gabriel (upon whom be peace):
Gabriel is the angel whose task is to convey the revelation from Allah to His Messengers.

• 2. Mikaa’eel (upon whom be peace):

• 3. Israafeel (upon whom be peace):
